The GMEC along with the Desig-

nated Institutional Official (DIO) 

have the authority and respon-

sibility for the oversight and 

administration of the Sponsor-

ing Institution’s ACGME-

accredited programs, as well as 

responsibility for ensuring com-

pliance with the ACGME Institu-

tional, Common, and Special-

ty/Subspecialty-Specific Pro-

gram Requirements, and the 

Sponsoring Institution’s Govern-

ing Body.  

 

The GMEC responsibilities must 

include:  

A- Oversight of:  

 The ACGME accreditation 

status of the Sponsoring In-

stitution and its ACGME-

accredited programs 

 The quality of the GME learn-

ing and working environment 

within the Sponsoring Institu-

tion, its ACGME accredited 

programs, and its participat-

ing sites 

 The quality of educational 

experiences in each ACGME-

accredited program that lead 

to measurable achievement 

of educational outcomes as 

identified in the ACGME Com-

m o n  a n d  s p e c i a l -

ty/subspecialty-specific Pro-

gram Requirements 

 The ACGME-accredited pro-

grams’ annual evaluation and 

improvement activities 

 All processes related to re-

ductions and closures of 

individual ACGME-accredited 

programs, major participating 

sites, and the Sponsoring 

Institution.  

B- Review and approval of:  

 The institutional GME policies 

and procedures 

 Annual recommendations to 

the Sponsoring Institution’s 

administration regarding 

resident/fellow stipends and 

benefits 

 Applications for ACGME ac-

creditation of new programs

 Notification of ACGME-

accredited programs’ 

accreditation statuses 

and self-study visits. 

 The AIR must include moni-

toring procedures for action 

plans resulting from the re-

view. 

 The DIO must submit a writ-

ten annual executive sum-

mary of the AIR to the Gov-

erning Body  

D- Demonstrate effective over-

sight of underperforming pro-

grams through a Special Re-

view process.  

 The Special Review process 

must include a protocol that: 

 Establishes criteria for 

identifying underperfor-

mance  

 Results in a report that 

describes the quality im-

provement goals, the 

corrective actions, and 

the process for GMEC 

monitoring of outcomes.
